Property Dimensions: Gulf front lot size: 58.55' x 420'.

Finished Floor Elevation From Sea Level : 29', Flood Zone X. This is a major insulation from hurricane storm surges. 

Stories: Three, with attached second-story guesthouse over a one-car garage. Main house has a handicap ramp leading to foyer. A 750-pound capacity electric cable elevator services all three floors.

Approximate square feet heated and cooled: 3,300 sf+ 2,200 sf decks and walkways. Four bedrooms, four and a half baths in the total home.

Subdivision: Seawatch Neighborhood Association; annual dues in 2007 were $500. Ten homesites. Paver roadbed.

Construction: Drive-it stucco over concrete block with rebars and poured cells, stainless steel fasteners, Elastomeric paint.

Foundation: 45-40’ (12” x 8”) .8 CCA-treated timber pilings connected by 3' x 3' reinforced concrete footings. No pilings were required under the guest house/garage.

Flat Roof: Sealaflex Waterproofing System with a canopied, half -roof shade structure over the third floor deck.

Pitched Roof: Concrete tiles over rubber membrane covers guest bedroom wing, guest apartment and third floor shade structure.

Dune Walkover: Private access; pressure treated pine with stainless steel fasteners.

Pool Potential: DEP has approved the installation of a gunite pool on the Gulf side of the house.

Courtyard: Courtyard wall is concrete block with poured cells and rebar, covered with stucco.

Exterior Window and Doors: Gapco windows (52) and Piosch (7) doors are solid vinyl with high impact, turtle-tinted glass. Other exterior doors are solid mahogany.

Flooring: Travertine stone in all rooms except guesthouse, bedrooms and wet bar area. Bedrooms and guesthouse are carpeted. Bar area flooring is linoleum. Travertine stone is on the exterior main walkway entrance to front door.

Landscape Lighting: A 12-volt landscape lighting system illuminates the North and South sides of the house.

Irrigation System: A Rain Bird irrigation system fed by a well and pump irrigates the lawn and shrubbery.

Kitchen: Newly remodeled with all electric appliances and icemaker, granite countertops, custom built cabinets and new stainless steel appliances. 

Living and Dining Rooms: Gas burning fireplace and Bose 5-Speaker  Surround Sound system.

Bedrooms: 4 queen bedrooms total, with Bose System and gas fireplace in master suite with a Gulf front view. Guest apartment has a Murphy bed.

Bathrooms: 4 ½ baths with wheelchair access to shower in guest bath. Pearl brand, multi-jet spa bathtub in master bath plus walk-in Travertine shower.

Entertainment Equipment: Bose Surround Sound system in living room and master bedroom suite. 37” Sharp flat screen LCD TV, DVD, and CD player in living room. Total of four TV’s. Complete audio/video entertainment package.

Mailbox: Custom built, designed by celebrated, local mosaic artist Sherry McCall. Concrete block covered with stucco and Bezzazza glass mosaics and topped by Neocrete roof. Mailbox and flag are stainless steel, custom built by Quicksilver Custom Fabricators in Freeport, Florida.

Wet Bar Area: Half bath, storage area, icemaker, refrigerator, and outdoor sound system on the third floor.

HVAC: Five ton for main house, 1 ½ ton for guest house.

Filtered Water: Ecowater whole house carbon filtration system.

Electrical: Polaris built-in, whole house, surge suppression system with 7,000/8,400 watt DeVilbiss gas generator and permanent safety hookup panel.


Security: Monitored, whole house security system by Monitronics includes entry and motion detectors.

Neighborhood Streets: Stone pavers throughout with one-foot concrete curbing.
